Education Center Assistants — greet guests, assist with activities and entertainment scheduled in
the DISCOVERY DECK, located on the back side of Nauticus, June 19-21.

Escorts for Costumed Characters — escort and assist living history interpreters as they perform in
various locations throughout the festival area, June 19-21.
